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Academic Audit Report of History Department 17.12.2015

Introduction 


The Academic Audit Members evaluated the syllabus of the Allied History Papers, 
the questions of the Allied History papers, the academic performance of the 
students of the Allied History papers and the performance of the History Staff 
Member on 17.12.2015. The Academic Audit Members also visited the 
classrooms of the Allied History Papers to measure the academic activities of the 
students. Based on this information derived from both Staff Member and Students, 
the Academic Audit Members submit the following report for the needful action 
and to enhance the quality and the performance of the students of this college.

1. Syllabus


The four allied papers handled by History Department are useful to the emerging student community. The two Allied History Papers of the I BA Economics covers the Modern and Contemporary History of India. The two remaining allied papers of the II BA Economics are related to Indian Constitution and Administration. The syllabus of each paper is arranged into five units. Each unit is interrelating and interlinking and they are most relevant to the title of the papers. These Allied Papers are very useful to the student community to face all the competitive examinations and Indian Civil Service Examinations. By studying these papers, the students can gain advantage of scoring more marks in objective and descriptive examinations.
2. Question Papers


Both internal and external examinations are conducted regularly. The question papers supplied are most fit to examine the caliber of the students. The questions are critical, descriptive and analytical nature. These questions cover all the units of the syllabus. All the two marks, five marks and ten marks questions represented all the units of the syllabus.

3. Result Contents


In the results of the semester examinations related to the Allied History Papers, the performances of the students are outstanding. For April 2014 Semester examination to the Allied History Paper, History of the India (1947 -2009 A.D), the students secured an aggregate passing of 89% and out of 49 students 44 students passed in the paper. In the same paper for the April 2015 Semester examination, the students secured an aggregate passing of 94% and out of 51 students attended in this paper, 48 students passed.


In the semester III examination of the November 2013 to the Allied History Paper, Principles of Public Administration, the students secured the passing aggregate of 100% and out of 18 students, all the attended passed. In the same paper for November 2014 semester examination, the passing aggregate of students was 95% and out of 22 students attended, 21 students passed.

4. Performance of Dr.D.Leslin (Staff Member)


Dr.D.Leslin who is handling all the Allied History Papers to the main Economics Department contributed much to beneficial forms of the historical knowledge. For his part, he presented many regional and national research papers and also published many research oriented papers in leading journals. He is regularly attending academic conferences. Hence he is capable of running not only a separate History Department but also a research oriented History Department.

5. Suggestions of the Students
The Academic Audit Members visited the class rooms of Allied History Papers of the Economics Department. The students opined that the syllabus of the Allied Papers are most relevant and exhaustive nature. The questions papers are really meaningful and enable the students to expose their caliber. They viewed that they studying only four allied history papers which enable them to prepare for the competitive examinations. They emphasized that a separate History Department for running both UG and PG courses in History covering all the History Papers is needful to the welfare of the students.

6. Academic Audit Committee Recommendations

The existing syllabus of the allied History papers are rational and needful to 
the students.

The internal and external questions equip the students in preparing the subject 
papers 
and expose their talents.

The single History faculty member Dr.D.Leslin is capable of running a 
separate Department because his academic achievements of outstanding. 
His research papers are highly commended.

The aggregate passing of the students in the Allied History Papers is above 
95%.  Hence the academic performance of the students is very good.

As the History Department is one of the oldest Departments, Library facilities 
and other needed facilities are very essential to run this Department. 
Computer and 
other needed electronic facilities should be provided to 
enhance the quality and knowledge of the students.
